It's often discouraging to see photographs of gorgeous gardens in books and magazines
and not receive any information on how they got that way (and how you can create
something similar). In Water Features for Small Gardens: From Concept to Construction
(Timber Press, 174 pp., $29.95), Keith Davitt perfectly balances the art of designing a
water garden with the practical aspects of how to achieve what he has shown is possible.
Davitt introduces us to all kinds of water features - waterfalls, natural pools, formal pools,
tub gardens, fountains, streams, wall fountains, and bogs among them. Once we've fallen
under the spell of the beautiful photographs, then he explains (and, when necessary,
shows in a diagram) how to build them in your yard.
